DIRECTIONS
1) Rate yourself on each statement from the Spiritual Gift Assessment pages that follow, according to the following scale:
3 = Consistently, definitely true

2 = Most of the time, usually true

1 = Some of the time, once in a while

0 = Not at all, never

2) Using the chart below, write your rating for each statement in the box whose number corresponds to that number statement in the assessment.  When you are finished with all of the statements, add up the columns to get your totals for each letter.  (Each letter represents a spiritual gift.)

3) Important: When rating yourself on each statement, be sure to answer according to who you are, not who you would like to be or think you ought to be.    The more honest and accurate you are with yourself, the more likely your assessment will reveal your actual spiritual gifts.

4) Once you have your totals, the top 2-4 letters are usually your spiritual gifts.  Email your top 2-4 letters to Andrea (andeefish@sbcglobal.net), and she will email you back with your spiritual gifts and a description of each.
5) Reminder: This assessment is just a tool to help you identify potential spiritual gifts that God has given you as a believer in Jesus.  The best way to identify your gifts is to SERVE – putting your potential gifts into practice.  In combination with your personality and your passions, God can and will you and your gifts in a unique way to further His purposes and plan!
